1.1 This document does not relieve the construction firms of their professional responsibility to produce a correct, complete, and fully coordinated job.

2 GENERAL PROJECT DESCRIPTION
2.1 This project is to provide construction services to the indicated items of the drawings and specifications for project titled AHU/Supply Fan #1 Air Rebalance and Correction.

2.2 This project contemplates the following:

2.2.1 Contractor shall completely prepare site for building operations, including demolition and removal of existing structures/utilities, and furnish labor and materials to perform work for the following, as required by drawings and specifications:

2.2.2 Contractor shall replace/remove AHU-1 in basement area equipment room and replace with three new AHU’s with controls in accordance with specifications and drawings previously released.

The Contractor shall add a 1’ – 8” strip/walkway in the steel platform.

The Contractor shall relocate existing AHU to new steel platform (next to AHU 2). Contractor shall submit shop drawings of duct and pipe connections to the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) for approval.
